Meniere’'s has many ‘triggers’

Dear Dr. Donchue: Please Jet me
have your opinion as lo what (rig-
TS attacks of Meniere's disease. —

rs. HBN. .

There are many known Lriggers
for attacks of Meniere's, a problem
involving the canal system of the
inner ear that produces episodes ol
incapacitating dizziness, loss of
bearing and ear-tinging. Sometimes
an allergy is involved and attacks
may {ollow exposere te the
particular allergen. Allergy is a rare
cause, however.

In some patients excessive use of
salt leads {0 attacks. Other potential
iriggers include infections. thyroid
disorders, piluilary gland disorders,
and physical damage to the ear, as
from injury. .

But the great majority of
Meniere's disease cases occur
without any ilic known cause.
That's Idiopathic Meniere's. Drugs
such as meclizine, cyclizine. and
atropine éare used 1o treat the
disease. If attacks become quite
severe. surgery can be performed 1o
drain the excess ear fluid.

Hvdrophobia was the old name.

It has become much rarer
because of the emphasis on pet
vaccination against it in this cen-
tury. There were less than five cases
on average per vear over the past 24
years.

The rabies virus lives on
wildlife. especially animals - like
skunks. foxes. racoons and bats. For
those conicerned about rats. rodents
in general seldom have the virus:
that's also true of rabbits. But even
sp, anv animal bite should be
reported to the local health agency
as soon as possible.
